
Adult Rolled Brim Hat - Knit Flat
Gauge: 4" x 4" = 20sts x 20sts

Size 7 or 8 needles

-CO 65-85 sts

-*Row 1: K

-Row 2: P*

-Repeat * to * until piece measures 8"-9"

-**On knit side: K5,  K2tog

-Purl side: P**

-Repeat ** to** until there are 20 sts left

-Leave a long tail

-Sew tail back through the last sts on needle (This is      

easier with a needle)

-On WS sew sides tog to make hat, tie at the end. 

-Turn inside right and hat is complete.

Variation:

-To make this in the round use circular needles and     

attach at end of CO, w/o twisting. Complete as     

instructed

-Ribbed hat: K3, P2 on RS and K2, P3 on WS

-Preemie Hats: Size 4 needles

CO 45-65 sts, * to * until measures 3.5-5.5 inches, then

Decr and complete as instructed.

Afghan Square

Gauge: 4" x 4" = 20sts x 20sts

Size 7 or 8 needles

CO 30 sts

-Row 1: K

-Continue until piece measures 6"

-Bind off

Variation:

-Afghan Diamond

-CO 4 sts

-Row 1: K2, YO, K across

-Continue until measures 6" across (approx 30 sts)

-Decreasing:

-Row 1: K1, K2tog, YO, K2tog, K across

-Continue until there are 4 sts

-Bind off

Loose- Knit Scarf

Gauge: 4" x 4" = 20sts x 20sts

Size 7 or 8 needles

-CO 20 sts

-Row 1: *K1, YO* repeat until end (k last st)

-Row 2: *K1, drop 1* repeat until end

-Continue until scarf is desired length

Variation:

-Using size 11+ needles K both sides

Quick Knitting Guide to Abbreviations

CO = Cast on

Decr = Decrease

Inc = Increase

K = Knit

K2tog = Knit two together

P = Purl

RS = Right Side

sts = Stitches

WS = Wrong Side

YO = Yarn Over
